Team STYT learns about relationship harm, characteristics of healthy and
unhealthy relationships, and meaningful skills and tools that can be used to end
the cycle of violence. They also lead the planning of YSP's biggest community
event: Symbiosis!
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Symbiosis is a youth-led summit that sparks conversation, encourages

empowerment, and inspires action around creating healthy relationships
and communities to prevent and eliminate teen dating violence.

Themed "Out of Bounds," this year's Symbiosis will focus on the
importance of setting healthy boundaries and respecting the boundaries
of others through skill-building and confidence-building workshops,
including a self-defense class from World Champion, Eliza Olson.
